LEARNING AND TEACHING

Teacher Training

When it was decided that NCS classes would be taught in English, 5
subject teachers had been released full-time to receive in-service
training in EMI teaching at the Hong Kong Institute of Education.
Teachers were released at intervals to attend the EDB courses on the
NSS curriculum. Substitution was planned in advance and executed
smoothly.

On the staff development days, experienced speakers were invited
to give talks on the following topics: learning difficulties, handling
problem students, improving questioning techniques, and how school
should cope with the sex discrimination ordinance. Through knowledge
input and group interaction, teachers would be made more aware of
the ways and means to enhance teaching effectiveness.

Collective lesson planning and peer observation were first tried out
in the four major subject panels: Chinese, English, Mathematics and
Liberal Studies. This year's main objective was to enhance the quality
and effectiveness of teacher-student interaction in the lessons.

Learning and Teaching Projects
and Experiments

The paired-reading scheme
involving S1 students was initiated
to maximize the linguistic
advantage afforded by the cultural
mix of our students. In S1, one
Chinese student was paired up
with an NCS student for cooperative
reading at lunch time every
Tuesday and Thursday. First, the
NCS student would help the
Chinese student with English
reading. Every two weeks or so, selected S3 NCS students would
act as assessors and listen to Chinese students read aloud the learned
English passages. In the next phase, the Chinese students would help
NCS students read Chinese texts. So far, the response has been very
positive.

Our school was privileged to receive school-based support from the
English expert of EDB. Our English teachers decided to solicit the EDB
experts’ help in developing extended activities based on the readers
so as to arouse S1 students’ interest in story telling and reading.
Hopefully, the project could be gradually extended to the higher forms
in due course.

Our school participated in the Hong Kong Polytechnic University project
on helping NCS students to integrate into the mainstream social life
of Hong Kong and to get to know more about mainland China. The
school-based programme would include a series of tailor-made courses
on Chinese language and culture as well as visits to museums and
exhibitions on the history of modern China.

The Out-of-School Learning Day offered teachers and students the
chance to organize visits and field trips to extend their learning beyond
the classroom. This year, the Liberal Studies teachers took charge of
the organization for S1 classes and a field study was organized on
that day to collect data for the project on land use in Chai Wan. Actually,
students had been well prepared for this by means of a series of
carefully planned pre-activity and post-activity tasks.

Through regular professional development activities which are either
organized inside the school or held by outside organizations, our
teachers’ horizons may be broadened. Thus they are able to absorb
new and innovative ideas and adapt them for the enhancement of
administrative efficiency as well as improvement in the quality of
education.

Language and music teachers did their best to cultivate the interest
of students in verse-speaking and music performance, and provide
them with the necessary training and support for participation in the
competitions of the HK Schools Speech and Music Festival. This is
considered an effective way to broaden students’ interest and a good
means to build up their self-confidence.

Learning Support for Students

The school organized an initiation class for newly arrived children from
south Asia in S1. They were taught in a small group by teachers who
speak their native language in
order that they could make

faster progress in adjusting

to the local curriculum and

integrating into the current

school life.

The school launched a Big-

Brother Big-Sister programme

for NCS students in the post

exam period and summer

holidays. S7 graduates were

employed to give them tuition

in Chinese.

On the other hand, English tuition classes were organized for the newly
arrived children from mainland China. Two classes were run for S1
students and they met after school two times a cycle for remedial
English teaching. Another two classes were run for S2 and S3 students
on Saturday morning and they were taught by a part-time English
teacher once a week.

Besides, enhancement and remedial classes were devised by the
major subject panels for S5 students. In two 9th periods, S5 students
were organized in small groups to practice English oral and Chinese
speaking under the teachers’ supervision. In the third 9th period, S5
students tackled Mathematics and were guided to do test papers for
practice and consolidation.

When the S5 students had left to prepare for the HKCEE, the teachers
were re-deployed to run similar classes for S4 students. Besides, the
English teachers thought fit to make use of the time to video-tape S4
students’ presentations for SBA. For S3 students, they were trained
between January and April to tackle the TSA oral tests taken in April
2007. After that, the time would be used for practicing the TSA written
tests to be taken towards the end of June 2007.

During the summer holidays, interest classes and tutorial classes would
be organized for students, who were encouraged to take part and learn
to use their leisure time in a meaningful way.

Big-Brother Big Sister programme
